PLAYER AND PARENT CODE OF CONDUCT AGREEMENT
This Player and Parent Code of Conduct Agreement (Code of Conduct) sets forth the policies, rules, and procedures that shall be followed by all players and parents.  Brophy Hockey Club players and parents will be required to read, sign their consent and adhere to the standards outlined in this Code of Conduct in order to be eligible to participate.  

I.
MISSION STATEMENT

To provide students enrolled at Brophy College Preparatory (BCP) the opportunity to participate in a high quality youth sports program, promoting teamwork, sportsmanship, discipline and skill development through the sport of amateur hockey with the Brophy Hockey Club (Brophy Hockey Club or Club).  Through training, education and the use of key role models, the values of sportsmanship and family participation will be at the forefront of all efforts.  As a result, this Code of Conduct is designed to set a standard for the highest level of integrity among our players, promote team unity and camaraderie, maximize the time and ice available for the development of the individual players and the team, and maintain consistency and efficiency in team operations which is necessary for success of the team.

III.
THE BROPHY HOCKEY CLUB PROGRAM

· The Brophy Hockey Club is open to all Brophy College Preparatory (BCP) students, faculty and staff; however, only students may play on a Brophy Hockey Club team in accordance with the rules and policies of the Arizona High School Hockey Association (AHSHA). 

· The Brophy Hockey Club is a club organization at BCP.

· Brophy Hockey Club players shall adhere to all commitments established by BCP for a club organization to remain in good standing (examples include but are not limited to election of officers, holding monthly meetings, maintaining academic qualification, and participating in a community service project).    

· Parent and player actions and behaviors reflect on Brophy College Preparatory and the Brophy Hockey Club community at large, and as a result, players and parents will not act in any way that brings discredit or dishonor to the Brophy Hockey Club or school.

· There will be ZERO TOLERANCE with respect to player drug, alcohol or tobacco use, and/or with respect to any act of sexual harassment or abuse.  The player will be subject to immediate disciplinary action by the coaches and/or Brophy Hockey Club Parent Board.   
· There will be ZERO TOLERANCE with respect to any hazing or initiation that results in threats, intimidation, verbal or physical abuse, or harassment of any member of the Brophy Hockey Club. The player will be subject to immediate disciplinary action by the coaches and/or Brophy Hockey Club Parent Board.   
IV.
TRAVEL PLAYERS AND PARTICIPATING IN OTHER SPORTS

· Players interested in participating on a travel hockey program, or another sport in conjunction with their Brophy Hockey Club team may do so.

· While AHSHA and the Brophy Hockey Club coaching staff do not prohibit a player from participating in another sport or on another hockey team, it is expected that a player considering this added commitment seriously evaluate the impact that such participation will have on his Brophy Hockey Club team.  
· Travel hockey players and players participating in other sports must notify the Brophy Hockey Club coaching staff of their travel team/other sport schedule as soon as possible after the schedule is known.    

· Practices and games will not be rescheduled to accommodate either travel hockey players, or players participating in another sport.

· Participation on other teams that results in absences from Brophy Hockey Club practices, games, or other events may impact a player’s ability to improve and keep pace with the other players or play as a competitive team.  Players may lose valuable conditioning, practice time, and/or limit their ability to play on a Varsity level.  Additionally, the league has minimum requirements in order to participate with the team during playoffs.  Absences that cause a player to not meet the minimum requirements negatively affect not only the player but the team when entering the playoffs at the end of the season.     
V.
PLAYER COMMITMENT

· Brophy Hockey Club players are expected to be committed to their team and supportive of their teammates.

· Team success comes before individual success.

· For the Varsity team, ice time is earned.  There is no guarantee of equal ice time for any Varsity team player (including goalies as it is up to the coach to determine the goalie rotation at the Varsity level).  Coaches will determine ice time and line position for all players based upon ability, attitude, commitment, contribution to the team, and game situations.  

· Respect shall be shown at all times for teammates and coaches on and off the ice, including members of the opposing team, referees, score and timekeepers, and parents.

· Players shall demonstrate good sportsmanship and positive encouragement to teammates.

· Players will obey all USA Hockey, AHSHA, Brophy College Preparatory and Brophy Hockey Club rules, policies and procedures.
· Players are expected to attend all team meetings, team events, on-ice practices, dry-land training, and all games.
· If a player cannot attend a team meeting, event, on-ice practice, dry-land training, or a game, the player and/or parent must call or e-mail the coaching staff with the reason the player will not be attending the event.  
· Except for unusual circumstances (such as a car accident, sudden illness, etc.), absence or anticipated tardiness should be reported to the coaching staff at least 12 hours prior to the scheduled event time.  

· Unreported absences or tardiness will result in lost ice time, may affect the player’s line position, and/or may result in disciplinary action at the discretion of the coaches and/or Brophy Hockey Club Parent Board as discussed in the disciplinary action section of this Code of Conduct.  Therefore it is important that players notify the coaches when they will not be attending or will be late for any league assigned/designated practice sessions, games, and events (for all players), and any additional/extra practice ice sessions and events/items not included in or covered by the league registration fee (for those players participating).

· Locker rooms must be left in a clean and respectable condition.  

· If a player is suspended, they must attend the game in which they are serving the suspension and report to the coaches (failure to attend and report to the coaches may result in a carryover suspension to the next game, and/or disciplinary action at the discretion of the coaches and/or Brophy Hockey Club Parent Board).

· If a player has a conflict or problem with another teammate or player, they shall not resort to threats, intimidation, verbal or physical abuse, but instead will discuss the conflict or problem with the coaching staff and/or Brophy Hockey Club Parent Board.

· The process for naming the Captains and Assistant Captains will be at the discretion of the coaches and/or Brophy Hockey Club Parent Board.

· The award of Brophy Hockey Club Varsity letters is at the discretion of the coaches and/or Brophy Hockey Club Parent Board.  At a minimum, players must have played in the designated number of Varsity games to be eligible to participate in the division playoffs (minimum/designated number of games being set by AHSHA, with the exception of an injury such that AHSHA would allow participation in the playoffs), and not be suspended for the balance of the season through disciplinary action.
VI.
DRESS CODE – PRE-GAME AND GAME UNIFORMS

· Players are expected to adhere to the team dress code to and from every game, or at other times as the coaches and/or Brophy Hockey Club Parent Board direct.  
· Dress code will consist of long pants (no jeans), collared shirt tucked in, tie, and dress shoes (no sneakers or sandals). 

· Players must adhere to game uniform dress code as well. In addition to team issued jerseys, all players are expected to have team issued game socks that match. 
· All players must have black breezers no exceptions. Travel players often have different colored breezers but are expected to have black breezers for Brophy Hockey Club games. If need be a player may purchase a black sleeve which fits over their travel colored breezers.
· All players are expected to have their gear in good working condition and check their equipment before they get to the ice rink. This includes having and wearing a mouth guard as required by league play.
· Any player who does not adhere to the dress code policy shall be subject to discipline at the discretion of the coaches and/or Brophy Hockey Club Parent Board.
VII.
PLAYER CONDUCT
All Broncos Hockey Club members (players) are required to sign the Broncos Hockey Club Code of Conduct as a condition of their participation. All players are expected to represent Broncos Hockey Club and do nothing to bring discredit upon the club, their school or themselves.

At all times players have a responsibility to:

· Protect and promote the health and safety of themselves and fellow athletes.
· Demonstrate respect to individuals regardless of gender, ethnic or racial origin, sexual orientation, age, marital status, religion, political belief, disability or economic status.
· Demonstrate the spirit of sportsmanship, sports leadership and ethical conduct.
Avoid public criticism of athletes, coaches, opponents, officials, organizers volunteers, staff and members.

· Maintain and enhance the dignity and self-esteem of fellow athletes.
· Ensure the rules of the sport and spirit of such rules are adhered to.
· Work as a cooperative member of the team.
· Protect and promote the health and safety of themselves and fellow athletes.
At no time will players:

· Use profanity or inappropriate gestures.

· Talk to the referee (only the captain/alternate captains may talk to referees).

· Demonstrate disrespectful behavior towards coaches, players (teammates or opposing), referees, parents, spectators, score and timekeepers.

· Participate in dirty play/cheap shots that may or may not injure another player (i.e. checking from behind, slashing above the shoulders, fighting and retaliation).

· Any player that receives a game misconduct is subject to additional game(s) suspension from the coaches or the Brophy Hockey Club Board in addition to the game suspensions issued by the league.

· Display an obvious lack of effort that becomes a distraction during a practice or game.

· Participate in disruptive behavior determined by the coaches to be disruptive and/or destructive to the team.

· Damage or vandalize the locker room or other training facilities.

· Have unaccounted absences or tardiness from practices, games or other activities.

· Fail to obey all USA Hockey, AHSHA, Brophy College Preparatory and Brophy Hockey Club rules, policies and procedures, and/or this Code of Conduct.

· Fight with members of the opposing team.

· Receive excessive game penalties resulting in game misconduct suspensions by AHSHA.

· Send e-mails or make telephone calls to coaches of a personal nature.

· Disruptive locker room conduct, including but not limited to, threats, intimidation, verbal or physical abuse, “locker” boxing or any form of harassment of any other member of the team.

· Violate of the dress code.
· Possess or use of illegal drugs or controlled substances including alcohol or tobacco products.
· Possess or use performance enhancing drugs or practice inappropriate training methods.
· Engage in acts of sexual harassment or abuse. 
· Haze or use intimidation that result in threats, verbal or physical abuse, or harassment of any member of the Brophy Hockey Club.  

VIII.
PARENT COMMITMENT

· In order to improve the quality of the Brophy Hockey Club, additional funds are needed to purchase extra practice ice sessions and pay for Club expenses (such as coaches’ stipends, off-ice conditioning, off-ice team building events, and miscellaneous equipment and supplies) that are not included with, or covered by, the league registration fee.
· The Brophy Hockey Club Parent Board will determine and approve a budget for the additional funds needed to purchase extra practice ice sessions and pay for the additional Club expenses. 
· All players participating in the additional practice ice sessions and paying for expenses will share equally in these additional costs regardless of whether or not they are able to attend a particular practice or event.
· All players who desire to participate in practice ice sessions and pay for expenses that are not included with or covered by the league registration fee but cannot do so because of a financial hardship or concern with the financial commitment required should contact the Brophy Hockey Club Parent Board to discuss whether there are any scholarship funds available to assist in meeting the financial commitment for the player. 
· All players shall be responsible for and pay for their uniform/jersey customization (name plates, numbers, patches, crests), and if desired, any additional socks, team jackets and/or merchandise.  
· Costs incurred for any additional tournament play will be shared equally among the players participating in the tournament.  
· For those players participating in practice ice sessions and paying for expenses that are not included with or covered by the league registration fee, their parents agree to ensure that all payments to the Brophy Hockey Club for the additional practice ice sessions and team expenses will be paid in full and on time as established by the Brophy Hockey Club Parent Board.
· Failure to make such payments will result in the player being ineligible to participate in any further additional practice ice sessions or any other activity paid for by the expenses not included with or covered by the league registration fee, until all payments are paid current and received by the Brophy Hockey Club.  
· As a result of the above, to help ensure that all eligible hockey players at BCP have an opportunity to play for the Brophy Hockey Club there is a need to raise funds to scholarship players who may not be financially capable of paying for league fees, or the additional team expenses not included with or covered by the league registration fee.  
· Parents and players shall help raise funds to scholarship players needing financial assistance.
· Parents shall also agree to be available to participate in a minimum of at least one volunteer/support function per season (scorekeeping, penalty box, statistics, videotaping, water bottles, AM practice breakfast, transportation, community service, etc.).

· Parents shall have at least one parent attend parent meetings.
IX.
UNACCEPTABLE PARENT CONDUCT
· Using profanity or inappropriate gestures.

· Excessive yelling at the referees.

· Ridiculing or yelling at the players or coaches.

· Any other disrespectful behavior towards coaches, players (teammates or opposing), referees, parents, spectators, score and timekeepers, Brophy Hockey Club Parent Board, AHSHA officials, and any and all other on and off-ice officials.

· Failure to adhere to this Code of Conduct, including all provisions of the Parent Commitment section.

· Any disruptive behavior determined by the coaches to be destructive to the team.

· E-mails or telephone calls to coaches of a personal nature.
· Any act of sexual harassment or abuse.
X.
DISCIPLINARY ACTION - GENERAL
· There will be consequences and disciplinary action for players and/or parents who violate this Code of Conduct.  

· For players, in addition to any penalty, infraction, suspension, etc., imposed by AHSHA and/or USA Hockey rules, the coaches and/or Brophy Hockey Club Parent Board may determine and invoke additional discipline/consequences at their discretion based upon the severity of the player’s actions or conduct determined to be a detriment to BCP and/or the Brophy Hockey Club, whether at a game, practice, school, or off-ice.

· Discipline taken by the coaches and/or Brophy Hockey Club Parent Board may include any combination/order/sequence of the following for players and/or parents depending on the severity of the players and/or parents actions:

· A verbal warning.

· Player may be benched for part of a practice or game.

· Player may be benched for the remainder of a practice or game.

· Player may be benched for subsequent practices or games.

· Parents and/or players may be removed from a practice or game.
· Parents and/or players may be suspended from attending subsequent practices or games.
· Parents and/or players may be removed from the Brophy Hockey Club.
· Parents and/or players may be denied future membership in the Brophy Hockey Club.
XI.
DISCIPLINARY HEARING/APPEAL PROCESS

The Brophy Hockey Club understands that there will be times when a player or parent do not agree with decisions or disciplinary action taken by the coaches and/or Brophy Hockey Club Parent Board.  As a result, an appeal process exists for players and parents.  Under no circumstance will the Brophy Hockey Club appeal process entertain, nor there be any attempt to overturn, calls made by referees during a game.  The Brophy Hockey Club appeal process cannot change a penalty call, a game misconduct, suspensions, sanctions, or other disciplinary action that may be imposed under USA Hockey rules, or by AHSHA.  This appeal process exists solely for decisions and disciplinary actions of the coaches and/or the Brophy Hockey Club Parent Board only.  As a result, if a player or parent wishes to discuss, challenge, or appeal a decision or disciplinary action, the following procedure shall apply:

1.
The player and/or parent must wait 24 hours from the time of the action taken to notify the coach or Brophy Hockey Club Parent Board making the decision that the player wishes to discuss the action or decision.  A 24 hour cooling off period (a.k.a., the 24 hour rule) allows all parties involved to step back, assess the event, and be able to communicate rationally.  Requests to discuss, appeals and challenges made within 24 hours of an event will not be responded to.

2.
After 24 hours, contact the coach or one of the Brophy Hockey Club Parent Board members in person or by telephone to discuss the event, decision, and/or action taken.  It is important to have a verbal dialog to understand and discuss the event. 

3.
If unsatisfied with the result of the verbal discussion, the player and/or parent shall notify the Brophy Hockey Club Parent Board in writing (via letter, fax, or e-mail) stating what decision or disciplinary action is being appealed, and stating what remedy is requested.  

4.
A hearing of the Brophy Hockey Club Parent Board shall convene as soon as practicable.  A majority of the Brophy Hockey Club Parent Board constitutes a quorum to hold the appeal hearing.  The hearing will allow the player/parent and/or coach to address the Brophy Hockey Club Parent Board.  The hearing shall allow the Brophy Hockey Club Parent Board to review the entire incident and decisions made as a new matter and render a decision (i.e., the Brophy Hockey Club Parent Board may support the decision made, overturn the decision made, decrease the decision/discipline originally given, or, increase the discipline originally given).  

5.
The Brophy Hockey Club Parent Board shall render its decision on the appeal as soon as practicable following the hearing.  Until such decision is rendered, the decision or disciplinary action originally given shall be enforced (i.e., if a player is suspended from all further practices and games, then the player will not be allowed to practice or play in a game until the hearing is held and a decision is made to allow the player to return to practice and/or games).  Hearing decisions made by the Brophy Hockey Club Parent Board may be appealed to the AHSHA Discipline Committee.
